II. Introductory Provisions

1.

2.
The Author declares that he is authorized to conclude this agreement, that by concluding this agreement he does not breach any third parties’ rights or legal regulations, that the Work is an independent work, i.e. such work which does not include or otherwise incorporate any third parties’ works and no rights are thus attached to it, that he created the Work by himself and is the only author of it, that no other third parties’ rights, in particular no personal rights, are attached to it, that the contents of the Work are such that by disclosing them to the public the public law regulations are not breached. The Author further declares that before concluding this agreement he did not grant any exclusive or non-exclusive right to use the Work and that the Work has not yet been published.

The Author handed over the Work before concluding this agreement.

III.

Subject-matter of Agreement

1.
By this agreement the Author provides an exclusive license to the Work to the Company to use the Work as a whole or in parts:

a) by reproducing and disseminating within the periodical press as well as by reproducing and disseminating in the special editions of the Magazine, in the supplements in the so called reprints where the Work may be the contents of a reprint separately,

b) by communicating the Work to the public through the Internet by placing it on the webpages operated by the Magazine (on whatever domain) in the manner that anybody and/or any person owning the access password may access it in the place and time at his discretion,

c) for promoting and advertising the Magazine, Company and/or a third person, e.g. the person who bears the cost of reprint.

2.
The license is granted as an exclusive license for the entire period of duration of the proprietary rights to the Work, for all territories in the world, without any quantity limits, for the Czech language version together with the right to translation; however, the exclusivity will end upon expiration of five years upon publishing the Work in the Magazine unless agreed otherwise. The exclusivity relates to the Work in its entirety, to any of its part of form, including the translation.

3.
The Company is entitled to use the license personally or provide a sub-license to another person or assign the license. The license relates to the Work in the original or otherwise modified or editorially processed form and includes also the right to make such modifications and changes. The license includes the right to use the Work in connection with other author’s works or elements as well as in a set with other author’s works or elements.

4.
In connection or togehter with the use of the Work the Company may also reasonably use the Author’s personal attributes.

5.
The Company accepts the license and authorization granted.

The Company is obliged to send the so called author’s copy, i.e. one copy of the respective magazine with the Work, to the Author, eventually to each person falling within the term “Author” in case of co-authorship, at its own cost within 14 days of the respective magazine being published.

IV. Final Provisions

1.
The rights and obligations from this agreement pass to the contracting parties’ legal successors (heirs).

2.
This agreement is executed in the number of counterparts equal to the number of its parties.

3.
The contractual relationship arisen from this agreement is governed by the Czech legal order (in particular by the Copyright Act and Civil Code).

4.
This agreement may be altered and cancelled in writing only.

5.
The invalidity of any provision of this agreement does not affect the validity of the agreement as a whole unless such effects arise from a generally binding regulation. The parties undertake to mutually agree on the replacement of the invalid provision by a valid provision which corresponds to the utmost extent possible to the purpose of the original provision and under which the comparable conditions for its accomplishment are preserved.

This agreement is concluded based on the contracting parties’ true and free will, seriously, definitely and comprehensibly, not under duress under remarkably disadvantageous conditions.
